Sunday in November, generally the Sunday nearest to 11"
November. Following on from All Saints’ Day and All Souls’ Day
it falls within the church’s season of remembrance. On
Remembrance Sunday we confront issues of war and peace,
loss and self-gift, memory and forgetting. We remember those
whose lives have been given in war and conflict; we pray for
those who continue to suffer the consequences of fighting and
terror; and we commit ourselves to work for reconciliation
between the nations that all people may live in freedom, justice,
and peace.
