A question for adults to ask children 

The Jewish leaders asked John the Baptist who he was, how 
many different suggestions that they made can you find in 

the passage? 

The Old Testament teaches us that God had promised a 
Messiah to bring hope and salvation to his people, but they 

were expecting a mighty warrior who would save them from 
the oppression of the Roman Empire.  John the Baptist was 
teaching, and baptising people and they came to hear from 

him and learn more about the coming Messiah. 

John explained that he was not the Messiah just a messenger 
come to prepare the way. He was not Elijah returned or the 
prophet that Moses had been promised in Deuteronomy 18, 
John said he was the messenger promised by Isaiah, come to 

prepare the way for the true Messiah – Jesus! 

Why not read the whole of John 1 and think about these 
questions together? 

Why do you think Jesus called himself the light of the world? 

Why do you think there are so many lights used as Christmas 
Decorations? 

How does it make you feel when you see Christmas lights?

 – can you name something beginning with the letter A that fills 

you with joy?  It might not be day but don’t let that stop 

you writing a message of love and joy to somebody today! 
 

 – can you name something beginning with the letter E that fills 

you with joy?  Christmas may look different this year but we can 
still get  about it, why not pray and ask God to fill you with 

for your family plans this year! 

 

 – can you name something beginning with the letter N that fills 

you with joy?  Why not head out into  today, go on a walk 
and ask for a fresh joy as your explore God’s beautiful creation. 

 

– can you name something beginning with the letter T that fills 

you with joy?  What are some of the  that fill you with joy? 

Why not prepare some of your favourite foods together today? 
 

Spend some time waiting on God today and listening to His voice.  
You could ask God to share with you some of the things about YOU 

that bring Him joy!
