(culminating in the reading of the Gospel), explore the faith through 
the sermon and the Creed, and bring our prayers to God; 

 
The Liturgy of the Sacrament, in which bread and wine are blessed in 
remembrance of Christ’s death and resurrection, linking his sacrifice 
on the cross with our offering of prayer and praise, and transforming 
the elements of bread and wine into our spiritual food. 

 
The Dismissal, in which we are sent out to be the Body of Christ in the 
world.

 Father, we give you thanks and praise 
 through your beloved Son Jesus Christ, your living Word, 
 through whom you have created all things;

 By the power of the Holy Spirit he took flesh; 
 as your Son, born of the blessed Virgin, 
 he lived on earth and went about among us;

Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant,  
which is shed for you and for many  
for the forgiveness of sins.  
Do this, as often as you drink it,  
in remembrance of me. 

 
Great is the mystery of faith: 

All Christ has died: 
Christ is risen: 
Christ will come again.

 calling to mind his death on the cross, 
 his perfect sacrifice made once  
 for the sins of the whole world;  
 rejoicing in his mighty resurrection  

and glorious ascension,

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As we offer you this our sacrifice  
of praise and thanksgiving,  

 we bring before you this bread and this cup  
 and we thank you for counting us worthy  
 to stand in your presence and serve you. 
 

 Send the Holy Spirit on your people 
 and gather into one in your kingdom 
 all who share this one bread and one cup, 
 so that we, St Barnabas and all the saints, 
 may praise and glorify you for ever, 
 through Jesus Christ our Lord; 
 

 by whom, and with whom, and in whom, 
 in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
 all honour and glory be yours, almighty Father, 
 for ever and ever.

The people are 
encouraged to say these words of Act of Spiritual Communion:

Sacrament. I love You above all things, 
and desire to receive You into my soul. 
Since I cannot at this moment 
receive You sacramentally, 
come at least spiritually into my heart. 
I embrace You as if You were already 
there and unite myself wholly to You. 
Never permit me to be separated from 
You. Amen.
