A prayer to say together
Dear God,

As we enter Lent help us to
find new ways to draw closer to
you, to serve and love others and
to live for you.

A question for adults to ask children

Why do you think Jesus wanted to get baptised?

Jesus chose to live his life as an example for us to follow, his
baptism was a public demonstration that the time had come
to begin his ministry. Baptism is a symbol of new life, a fresh
start and commitment to God. Jesus showed his commitment
by being baptised and God the Father spoke to all those
listening, confirming that Jesus was his son.

A guestion for children to ask adults

Why do you think Jesus went into the desert for forty days?

Jesus took time to prepare himself for his ministry, he knew
that it would not be easy and that one day he would die on
the cross. God’s plan involved Jesus living as a human and
choosing to be obedient and not sin. Jesus’ forty days in the
desert remind us of the forty years the Israelites spent in the
wilderness when they disobeyed God and his temptation
reminds us of the temptation of Adam and Eve in the garden
of Eden. Jesus faced temptation and challenge but he was
obedient and faithful to God, he never sinned.

A question to answer together

How can we serve God during Lent? What can we do to focus
our hearts on God during this time?
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Family Activity 1

What is the hardest thing to say no to? What is the hardest
thing to say yes to? Jesus said yes to God’s plan, he was
baptised and lived his life for God knowing that one day he
would die on the cross. Jesus was tempted in the desert but he
said no and made good choices. . S
Play the yes and no game. Have a

conversation without saying the words '
yes or no. The last person to say yes or

no is the winner. It’s trickier than it
sounds!

Family Activity 2
Play a game of follow the leader

Jesus lived his life to be an example for us to
follow. Can you be a good leader and example
for others? Take it in turns to be the leader,
everybody else must follow you and do exactly
what you do!

{/ Active Prayer Helping Older Children

John who baptised Jesus preached a baptism of changed
hearts and lives. Even though we know that our mistakes
are forgiven through Jesus it is still good to repent and say
sorry to God for our mistakes. It is good to recognise areas
in our own hearts and lives where we might need to make
changes.

Baptism traditions vary between different church
denominations and older children may ask why
Jesus’ baptism story is different from your own

church tradition. These pictures all show
different baptism traditions — you could talk
about the ages and locations in the pictures.

Spend some time listening to God and thinking about your

own life. Write or draw on paper any behaviours or What do they all have in common? They are
thoughts you know are not pleasing to God. about an individual and their commitment to

changing their heart and life for God.
